Oil vendors are required by contract to submit delivery tickets with their current retail price.  This information is entered into each subgrantee’s data base.  The software programs used by subgrantee agencies are designed to compare the retail price of oil and the margin-over-rack price for the date of delivery.  The lesser of the two is paid to the vendor.  Both prices are maintained on the data base for reporting purposes.  Subgrantee agencies provide the state LIHEAP office with a monthly report detailing the amount of gallons delivered to households, the actual retail price for the oil delivered, the “MOR” price, paid for the deliveries and the difference or savings by vendor.

The savings is calculated by comparing the average retail price per gallon with the average bid price per gallon to achieve an average savings per gallon.  This figure is then multiplied by the number of gallons delivered by the vendor to arrive at a savings figure by vendor.  The bid vendor savings are calculated by taking the difference between the average bid price per gallon and the average retail price per gallon and multiplying the number of gallons delivered by each bid vendor.

Beginning in 1988, the Director of DHCD aggressively pursued and supported a low income utility discount rate for LIHEAP clients and other target low income groups.

State LIHEAP officials were involved in the rate filings with the Department of Public Utilities encompassing negotiations and testimony in some cases, with a resultant outcome being the introduction of low-income rates for targeted households.  Company officials sought the guidance and expertise of LIHEAP Staff during and after these rate filings.

Both State LIHEAP officials and local Subgrantee staff work closely and routinely with designated utilities on implementation and mechanics of the discount programs.  This interaction includes meetings with utility staff to work out details of the implementation phase of the discount.  

Local Subgrantees also explain the details of the rates, through written material provided by the utilities, to LIHEAP clients at the time of application and/or point of eligibility determination.

In all cases where fuel assistance is a categorical determinant for eligibility, the LIHEAP Subgrantees provide information directly to participating utilities that automatically enrolls the client in the discount.
